We attach the Court Form duly completed and signed as requested.

We would like to take this opportunity to give you some background to the case and processes, which may assist you when setting a hearing date and giving directions to the relevant parties.

This claim was originally issued via the on-line service and processed by Northampton County Court. I subsequently spoke to the court on several occasions for confirmation of the processes and in particular to three different people during three telephone calls to the court between 16 December 2008 and 18 December 2008. On each occasion I was categorically informed that no defence from the first defendant – Anaconda Investments Limited had been received. On 18 December 2008 I was informed that this was still the case and that default judgement could now be applied for as the time for a defence to be submitted was now out of time. This was duly issued on 18 December 2008 (copy attached).
No copy of any defence was received by us until 05 January 2009, when copies of defences for both defendants were received (both dated 12 December 2008). These had been posted from Northampton County Court on 30 December 2008.

I have spoken with your court, who has advised me that they have no record of the default judgement, but do have both defences, which appear to have been issued within the required time. It would appear that either the defence from Anaconda Investments was filed late or that this defence was misplaced by Northampton County Court and was not available or recorded during the several conversations that I had with them up until 18 December 2008.
In all of the circumstances we would like to request that the case be transferred to a more local court as we are based in London and the defendants are based in Cheshire. We are happy to be fair and reasonable in relation to this request and would therefore ask that the case be transferred to make it equidistant for all parties. We therefore request that the case be transferred to Oxford County Court.

The defences submitted simply say - no money owed. There is a contract and invoices in place, copies of which are attached for your assistance.

We would further request that the defence be struck out on the basis of there not being enough information and we therefore apply for judgement on the basis of there being no proper defence.

If the court requires any further information at this time, please advise us accordingly and we will send this to the court by return.
